On in head, bass plays melody in a low register (Charlie Haden style), and horns play Chorale accompaniment.
For solos, the slow tempo remains but is not explicitly stated by anyone.
Solos should sound rubato.
The pace should be kept up, except for at the end of each 4-measure phrase where there is a slight ritard toward the final cadence.
There should be a gradual crescendo through the solos to the out head which is loud.
For the out head, the horns play the melody and bass plays roots.
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
